RE: New Volunteer Training February 11th/JCCN Volunteer Process
Dear Volunteers & Potential Volunteers,
I want to begin by thanking you for your heart to serve the juveniles at JCC- Nampa! Many of these juveniles are hurting and broken, and the time and attention given by volunteers like you, either through clergy visits or helping in Sunday services, can have a life-changing impact on these young people. We are excited that we’ve recently had a huge response by volunteers to serve, so I’d like to take a moment to outline the process for getting involved as a new volunteer:

The first step in the process is the background check. If you have not been fingerprinted yet, please contact Sharon Prosch so scheduling can be arranged. Each facility maintains its own records, so even if you have been fingerprinted by any another agency, you must still be fingerprinted at JCCN. Once fingerprints have been taken, it can take between 3-6 weeks for the results.
Many of our volunteers feel called to serve at Juvenile Corrections because of shared past experiences of incarceration, so please know that prior convictions do not automatically disqualify you from serving. Disqualifying criteria include: a felony conviction that is less than five years since the conviction date, sex offenses, and some offenses showing a pattern of violence, etc. Our primary concern beyond the background check is being a healthy positive role model. In most cases

where prior offenses have occurred, we would need a letter from you describing how you have changed, and a letter of recommendation from your pastor or team leader describing the person that you are today.
The next and most critical piece to serving at Juvenile Corrections is to attend the New Volunteer training required by IDJC policy. We have made exceptions recently in order to navigate the change to one large service for nondenominational services, but cannot allow volunteers to come in without training for extended periods of time. Please note that this training is not just required, it is valuable to you as a volunteer. There are numerous pitfalls to navigate when working in a corrections environment, so it is crucial that all of our volunteers go through this training prior to serving to identify things like security concerns, dress codes, and do and don’t when speaking with the juveniles, etc. 
The next training will be held on Saturday, February 11th, from 8:30 QM – 12:00 PM, at 1345 W. Overland Rd. in Meridian. (Long asphalt driveway on Overland Rd, across the street from Camp World).  Please arrive by 8:15am if you need to fill out an application (you can download an application from our website at: www.3oakstransformation.org and fill it out ahead as well). 
Please RSVP with Sharon no later than February 7th so that we can ensure the proper amount of materials.  To RSVP for training, schedule a time to get fingerprinted, or any general questions, please contact Sharon Prosch at the office (208-968-1991) or sharon@3oakstransformation.org.
